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OPENING: The 110th Central Carolina Fair will open at 5 p.m. on Friday, 

September 12th, 2008 in the parking lot of the Greensboro Coliseum. 
 
ENTRIES: All entries must be submitted on an Official Entry Form and mailed 

no later than midnight, Saturday August 30, 2008  (see rules). 
 
EXHIBITS:  Bring articles to be exhibited to the Pavilion at the Greensboro 

Coliseum on Wednesday, September 10, between 1 p.m. and 8 p.m., or 
on Thursday, September 11 between 9 a.m. and 1 p.m. No unregistered 
exhibits will be accepted after that time.  All exhibits must be in place 
by 1 p.m. on Thursday. Judging begins promptly at 10 a.m. on Friday. 
All displays will be in the Pavilion. Many displays will be in display 
cases and the building will be locked overnight.  

 
 Except for antiques, livestock, and pets categories, no exhibits 

previously entered will be accepted or judged. Exhibits, except where 
noted, are to be handmade. All items must be clean in order to be 
judged. Bring your own scissors, tape, pins, etc. to attach entry tags to 
exhibits. Limit of one (1) item/entry per exhibitor per class. Exhibits 
and  cash premiums must be picked up between 5 - 7 p.m. on 
Sunday, September 23. 

 
PARKING:  Parking assistance will be provided by attendants employed by the 

Greensboro Coliseum. The Fair is not responsible for loss or damage by 
fire, theft, wind, or any agency. No money or tips shall be accepted by 
gate and parking attendants. No pass-out checks will be issued at any 
gate.

 The 2008 County Fair Best In Show will feature the best Arts and Crafts entries 
from Agricultural Fairs across the state. One youth and one adult winner will be selected 
from each fair. Winners will receive $200, to be split evenly between the Central 
Carolina Fair and the participant. All entries will be on display at the N.C. State Fair, 
which runs October 17-26 in Raleigh. All entries will be judged for a $1000 Grand Prize 
to be given to the best youth and best adult entries. 
 Arts and Crafts entries can include, but not be limited to, paintings, furniture, 
woodworking, cross-stitch, metalwork, pottery, dolls, and baskets. Due to space 
limitations, exhibits larger than a wooden chair will not be accepted.  
 The N.C. Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services regulates fairs to ensure 
they meet minimum exhibit and premium requirements. There are 47 agricultural fairs in 
North Carolina.
