Each Premium Award must, however, be
justified on the basis of individual, actual worth is not the policy of Central Carolina Fair,cinto
encourage indifferent production of any kind, odistribute Premium Awards equally among exhibitors

4. The Department Director/Superintendent in chaspall attend the Judges when conducting their
examination of exhibits in their respective depamity and shall furnish Judges with any requested
information. Exhibitors shall not accompany Judges while examing their own exhibits, or
premiums will be forfeited. As each award is bestowed by the Judges, the DegairtDirector/
